The Qormi Bread Festival 2010 is being organized by PLYG in collaboration with the Qormi Council and other companies. The Festival will be taking place between 10th and 11th September 2010 around the Saint Sebastian Parish Church. The activity starts at 1930hrs until midnight. There will be various activities taking place like traditional and folkloristic music, and also other popular local contemporary groups and solo artist.  There will also be food stands with traditional food and the Maltese Bread, while an activity aimed for the children will be taking place at the back of the St Sebastian Parish church. Stefan Gauci Scicluna has also informed that during this activity a number of free presents will given freely to the public attending the activity whilst the public will be having the possibility of buying fresh Maltese bread in re-usable bags.  Zoo Productions will also be holding their unique activity which is related to the traditional Maltese baker with the involvement of the public.
